WE GATHER

“The land upon which we gather is part of the traditional territory of the Lenni-Lenape, called “Lenapehoking.” The
Lenape People lived in harmony with one another upon this territory for thousands of years. During the colonial era and
early federal period, many were removed west and north, but some also remain among the continuing historical tribal
communities of the region: The Nanticoke Lenni-Lenape Tribal Nation, the Ramapough Lenape Nation, and the
Powhatan Renape Nation, The Nanticoke of Millsboro Delaware, and the Lenape of Cheswold Delaware. We
acknowledge the Lenni-Lenape as the original people of this land and their continuing relationship with their territory.
In our acknowledgment of the continued presence of Lenape people in their homeland, we affirm the aspiration of the
great Lenape Chief Tamanend, that there be harmony between the indigenous people of this land and the descendants of
the immigrants to this land, “as long as the rivers and creeks flow, and the sun, moon, and stars shine.”

John 6:1-14 (New Revised Standard Version)

After this Jesus went to the other side of the Sea of Galilee, also called the Sea of Tiberias. A large crowd
kept following him, because they saw the signs that he was doing for the sick. Jesus went up the mountain



and sat down there with his disciples. Now the Passover, the festival of the Jews, was near. When he looked
up and saw a large crowd coming toward him, Jesus said to Philip, “Where are we to buy bread for these
people to eat?” He said this to test him, for he himself knew what he was going to do. Philip answered him,
“Six months' wages would not buy enough bread for each of them to get a little.” One of his disciples,
Andrew, Simon Peter's brother, said to him, “There is a boy here who has five barley loaves and two fish.

The Church of the Village never “closed” during the Covid-19 pandemic because we shifted our entire ministry
to be online in March 2020. Then, as the world began slowly to emerge in the summer of 2021 from the worst
of the pandemic, there was no thought among the Church of the Village leadership of “going back” to the way
of “doing church” before the pandemic.

Our reality and our reach have changed dramatically in a year. We continue to attract worshippers and receive
new members from across the U.S. and beyond its borders, as well as from the New York City area.
